5.6 For the subject having design and/or drawing, such as Engineering Drawing,
Machine Drawing and Estimation, the distribution shall be 30 marks for internal
evaluation and 70 marks for end examination. Day-to-day work shall be
evaluated for 15 marks by the concerned subject teacher based on the
reports/submissions prepared in the class. And there shall be two midterm
examinations in a semester for duration of 2hrs each for 15 marks with weightage
of 80% to better mid marks and 20% for the other. However, when offered in the
| year as 5 credit course, there shall be three midterm exams with weightage of
80% to average marks of the best two midterm examinations and 20% for the
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other. The sum of day to day evaluation and the internal test marks will be the
final sessional marks for the subject.

5.7 There shall be a seminar presentation in IV year Il Semester. For the seminar, the

student shall collect the information on a specialized topic and prepare a technical
report, showing his/her understanding over the topic, and submit to the
department before presentation. The report and the presentation shall be evaluated
by the departmental committee consisting of Head of the Department, seminar
supervisor and a senior faculty member. The seminar shall be evaluated for 25
marks. The seminar shall be conducted throughougithe semester as per the
convenience of the department committee and students. [ shall be no external
examination for seminar. -

Laboratory m and the sessional marks awarded by the college are not final.
They are subject to scrutiny and scaling by the University wherever necessary. In
such cases, the sessional and laboratory marks awarded by the college will be
referred to a committee. The committee will arrive at a scaling factor and the
marks will be scaled as per the scaling factor. The recommendations of the
Committee are final and binding.

5.10 The laboratory records and internal test papers shall be preserved for minimum of

2 years in the respective institutions as per the University norms and shall be
produced to the Committees of the University as and when the same are asked
for.

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6 Attendance Requirements:

6.1 A student shall be eligible to appear for University examinations if he acquires a
minimum of 75% of attendance in aggregate of all the subjects in a semester/ |
year.

6.2 Shortage of Attendance below 65% in aggregate shall in NO case be condoned.

6.3 Condonation of shortage of attendance in aggregate up to 10% (65% and above
and below 75%) in each semester or | year may be granted by the College

Academic Committee.

6.4 Students whose shortage of attendance is not condoned in any semester / | year are

not eligible to take their end examination of that class and their registration shall

stand cancelled.

7.3 A student shall be promoted from third year to fourth year only if he/she fulfils the
academic requirements of securing 44 credits of the subjects that have been studied
upto Il year I semester from the following examinations, irrespective of whether

the candidate takes the end examination or not as per the normal course of study.

10. With-holding of results:
If the candidate has any dues not paid to the university or if any case of
indiscipline or malpractice is pending against him, the result of the candidate shall
be withheld and he will not be allowed / promoted into the next higher semester.
